- damage to the heat exchanger due to improper water chemistry is not covered under the S.E.C. warranty.

- Chlorine feeder, if installed. MUST be located downstream of the heat exchanger, and be installed with an anti- siphoning device, to prevent chlorine from backing up into the heat exchanger.

- This is only a conceptual drawing provided as a guide. Actual installation must comply with local code requirements.

- A qualified installer, certified to local regulations, must assess each individual installation and design a working system which will operate in accordance with the suggested installation
diagram and these notes.
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
